You know a part of them, but there is another part that is hidden. You don’t seem to have access to the whole person—the real person. Even closer to home, you may realize that at some level, you too are hiding or holding back parts of yourself. If this is the case, the connection you think you have is a mere illusion. Unless people share all aspects of themselves, intimacy cannot happen, and the good things that we want to share with each other are lost. Discover how to “come as you are,” bringing all of yourself into the relationship, and how to encourage others to do the same.
